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I was concerned about the steep drop from 2001 to 2004 in the number of African-American students attending CofC, so I decided to do a bit more checking.  I talked with Willette Burnham in Intercultural Programs and she said that in 2001, President Sanders mandated the enrollment of 300 African American students even if those students did not meet regular admissions requirements.  Apparently 2001 was the only year this was done and therefore the figures on African American enrollment for that year were unusually high.  However there seems to be a lot of volatility in African-American enrollment: for 2002, it was 9%, for 2003, it was 4.5%, for 2004, it was 5.4.%, so it is difficult to say whether CofC is coming up or going down in this area.
Also, at the end of our meeting Frances Welch asked about students with disabilities.  I remembered that there was some information on disabilities in the 2004 CIRP so I checked it after the meeting.  We seem unusually high in students who say they have a learning disability.
