Brief Description of Duties:  The College of Charleston Upward Bound program, a federally funded pre-
college program out of the U.S. Department of Education, is looking for energetic, community networked 
individuals who can coordinate three events that introduce our students to different cultural groups in the 
Lowcountry. The lessons/events should include a brief history of the ethnic group in the Lowcountry, as well as 
exposure to traditional foods and customs. This year our theme is It’s My Turn to be Accountable!: Political 
Involvement for the Next Generation. We have a lecture room reserved for occasions, but are open to 
traveling on and off campus if cost effective. Events to be held Wednesday, June 11, 18, and 25, 2008 from 
9:50am – 12:00pm. A final class presentation would be given on Wednesday, July 2, 2008 as a summary of all 
three events.  Coordinates and facilitates three, two hours and 10 minute cultural workshops/forums. Supervises 
students with help of summer counselor.  Responsible for set up and take down of materials. Ensures all 
necessary equipment is available for workshops/forums. Schedules and confirms all workshop/forum presenters 
with an agenda.  
   
Minimum Eligibility Requirements: Familiarity with the Lowcountry and its various ethnic histories a must. 
Excellent verbal and written communication skills required along with effective group management skills. 
Experience working with underrepresented youth highly preferred. Bachelor degree required or a combination 
of a high school diploma and 3-5 years working to increase cultural exposure for underrepresented populations. 
Experience coordinating educational events or forums, a plus. Bachelor’s degree in social studies, a foreign 
language, or other related subject areas helpful. Candidates with an equivalent combination of experience and/or 
education are encouraged to apply.
