1.  In the system tray in the lower right 
hand corner of your screen, right click 
on the computer with radio waves icon 
and select view wireless networks 

2.  Click on ‘Change 
Advanced settings’  
 

3.  Select the wireless networks tab In 
the dialog box that pops up,  then make 
sure ‘Use windows to configure my 
wireless network settings’  is selected 
and click on ‘Add’  

4.  In the box that pops up, enter 
the network name of CWWPA, 
the authentication of WPA, and 
the encryption to TKIP.

 5.  After you have set these settings, 
click on the authentication tab, and 
set the EAP type to PEAP.  Also, 
Uncheck authenticate as computer.  
Then click on Properties 

6.  Uncheck ‘validate server 
certificate’ , then click on the 
configure button. 

7.  In the box that pops up, 
uncheck ‘Automatically use my 
Windows logon name and 
password (and domain, if any).’  

8.  Click the ‘OK’  on each open dialog box  to close them.  Once you close them 
all, your wireless is configured to connect to CampusWide.  After a few 
moments, you should see the following message appear in the system tray.   

9.  Click on that message, then enter 
your Edisto username, password and 
the domain of COUGARS.  Clicking 
OK will connect you to the network.
