--------- REQUIREMENTS FOR LACS MAJOR (30 hours) - - - - - - - -

Major Requirements: 30 hours

A major in Latin American and Caribbean studies (LACS) will consist of 30 hours in LACS courses with not more than 12 hours in
any one discipline (excluding LACS); no more than 15 hours at the 200 level, excluding LACS 101. Students must fulfill their
language requirement in Spanish or Portuguese. Students must also major in a non-interdisciplinary field, i.e., history, political
science, Hispanic studies, etc. Students are encouraged to spend one summer or semester in a study abroad program in Latin America
or the Caribbean.

A. Required course: LACS 101 Introduction to Latin American and Caribbean Studies

B. Select three (3) of the following Core I courses:

HIST 262, HIST 263, HIST 264, HIST 265, HIST 364, HIST 365, POLS 321, POLS 333, SPAN 326, or SPAN 327.

C. Select two (2) of the following Core Il courses:

ANTH 325, ANTH 327, ANTH 328, ANTH 362, ARTH 255, ENGL 234, HIST 266, HIST 366, LTPO 250, LTPO 350, LTPO 450,
LTSP 252, LTSP 254, LTSP 256, POLS 332, SPAN 371, or SPAN 372.
