 If you don’t use WebCT already, you’re probably thinking, “Why start now? Choosing a new LMS 
is already in the works!” 
 

 Since we will be going to a new Learning Management System, it might be helpful to “test drive” 
what we have available now in order to think about what components you like, how you can use 
them in teaching, and what else you may want from a LMS.

1. If you havenõt used WebCT before, hereõs a great place to start. This site includes a very easy to 

follow demo providing helpful screen shots. This is a good place to see just what everything looks 
like in WebCT before you begin to do it yourself. Just sit back and watch the demo at

manual. Note that clicking on a topic in the Table of Contents will take you there.
