Bookshare.com provides books and periodicals in Braille and digital formats (including audio) for people
with print-related disabilities, such as vision impairments, learning disabilities, or motor handicaps.

They are able to afford students (under age 26) in the US free access to the entire Bookshare.org collection of
accessible electronic books (over 34,000 and growing) and to software necessary for reading or listening to them.
